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A. W. Guenther, 72, Called By Death

Funeral of Late Banker to Be Held Monday

Arthur W. Guenther, vice president of the Groos National Bank and a founder of the Liberty Flour Mills, died Sunday morning at his home, 108 King William Street.  He was 72 years of age.

Funeral services will be held from the home Monday afternoon with Dr. James M. Todd officiating and interment will be in City Cemetery No. 1.

Guenther was born in Fredericksburg, Feb. 12, 1859, and when two years of age he was brought by his parents to San Antonio, where he lived until his death.  He attended the German-English school and completed his education in Germany.

For several years he was associated with his father in the flour mill business, the firm being known as C. H. Guenther & Sons.  Later with Gus Giesecke he organized the Liberty Flour Mills, from which he retired in 1911.  He was vice president of the Groos National Bank at the time of his death.
