Cernosek-Richers

A wedding of wide interest was that of Miss Elvira Richers, daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Louis Richers of Bay City, to Stanley F. Cernosek of Victoria, son of Mr. and Mrs. J. F. Cernosek of Megargel, which was solemnized with a nuptial high mass at 9 o’clock Saturday, October 12, 1935, in Holy Cross Church with Father J. Coffey celebrant.

Garlands of smilax created a background for tall vases of white chrysanthemums which decorated the altar and white tapers in branched standards lighted the space. Smilax and roses were arranged on the side altars and white maline bows marked the pews for members of the families. Miss Anita Hill, organist, played the mass in D by Weigand, and the wedding marches and the bridal solo, “Ave Maria,” form Rosewig was sung by Mrs. Arthur Collins, Jr., of Angleton.

Fall colors were chosen for the gowns of the feminine attendants. Miss Genevieve Richers, sister of the bride-elect, and Miss Evelyn Kehrer served as bridesmaids. The creations were designed alike after the Renaissance period, with draped necklines caught by gold clips and the full sleeves tucked at the wrists. Short belts caught with gold buckles in front defined the natural waistlines and the fatted skirts merged into slight trains. Miss Richers’ gown was of Oriental wine-colored crepe and Miss Kehrer in a deeper shade. Mrs. Lee Drago of Houston, cousin of the bride, was matron of honor, and wore a gown modeled on similar lines, of marcosite crepe of French amethyst shade, the neckline being defined with steel cut beads. They carried nosegays of bronze chrysanthemums.

O. V. Cernosek of San Antonio and John Cernosek of Nocona, brothers, attended as best man and groomsman. George Hutchison of this city and Lee Drago of Houston were ushers.

The bride, given in marriage by her brother, L. W. Richers of Bay City, was lovely in a model of white satin with a high cowl neckline. The sleeves were full to the elbows and were closed by many satin-covered buttons along the lower arms. Her hip-length veil, caught to her head in cap fashion, was held in place with a cluster of orange blossoms. She carried an ivory prayer book from which cascaded lilies of the valley, and a pearl rosary, the gifts of the bridegroom.

Mrs. Richers, mother of the bride, was gowned in purple crepe with insets of lace with accessories of black. Her corsage was of white carnations. Mrs. Cernosek, mother of the bridegroom, wore navy crepe with matching accessories with a corsage of white carnations.

A breakfast at the BayTex Hotel followed the ceremony, the table being laid with a handsome linen cloth and centered with a silver bowl of white gladioli and lilies of the valley with fern, guarded by tall white tapers gleaming in silver holders. Only members of both families and the wedding party attended.

Mr. and Mrs. Cernosek left later for Victoria, where they will be located at 308 West Nueces. The bride chose for traveling a smart model of Oriental wine crepe caught at the cowl neckline with gold clips and closed down the back with gold buttons. Her chic off-the-face hat was of brown velour with matching accessories.

The bride, a member of a pioneer family of Matagorda County, is a graduate of Bay City schools and of Draughon’s business school in Houston. She also attended the College of Industrial Arts in Denton, and is a popular member of Bay City’s younger set.

The groom, formerly of Bay City, was science teacher and assistant coach of the high school, the position he now holds with the junior college and high school of Victoria. He received his BA degree from the North Texas State Teachers’ College in Denton and is working on a master’s degree from the University of Texas in Austin. While in Bay City Mr. Cernosek made many friends and they join The Tribune in extending congratulations and best wishes.
